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The City’s Finances Are In Order

The City of Live Oak’s fiscal year 
runs from October 1 to Septem-
ber 30th. This past September, 
the City Council adopted the 
2014/2015 annual budget.  The 
budget shows signs of positive 
economic growth and strength 
which is due greatly to the 
amount of new commercial con-
struction throughout the City 
and will, in turn, generate addi-
tional revenue and lessen the tax 
burden placed on our residents.   
With the large mix of commer-
cial businesses and residential 
properties throughout the City, 
public safety is crucial.   

This year’s budget contains pro-
grams that will have a positive 
impact on the overall public 
safety. The Victims Assistance 
Program, which is a shared cost 
and operation with a few sur-
rounding cities and the provi-
sion of financial assistance to 
the Alamo Regional SWAT pro-
gram which serves the City of 

Live Oak and surrounding areas. 
Both are multi-city efforts which 
allow all cities and agencies in-
volved to provide this service at 
a reduced cost.  

The 2014/2015 budget also in-
cludes funding for the construc-
tion of three of the four bond 
propositions that passed at the 
May 2014 bond election and city 
staff has been working diligently 
on these projects.  In August, the 
City closed on the 2014 General 
Obligation Bond Issuance that 
provides 100% of the funding 
for these new projects, as well 
as a refunding of some existing 
debt that the City had previous-
ly issued back in 2004 and 2005. 
This refunding of debt is similar 
to refinancing the mortgage loan 
on a house and lowers the debt 
obligation and allows one to pay 
less interest over the remaining 
life of the debt.   By refunding 
the two existing bond issues, the 
City will save approximately $1.6 

million over the remaining term 
of these issues which equates to 
an average annual saving to the 
City of $156,000. 

The other part of the 2014 bond 
issue financed the projects that 
passed in the bond election.  The 
total anticipated cost for these 
projects is $10.6 million and 
since the bond market was favor-
able, the City was able to obtain 
them at a very low interest rate.  
This combination of refunding 
the existing debt and the low in-
terest rate on the new debt gen-
erated substantial savings to the 
taxpayers of Live Oak.

Finally, to complete the process 
of adopting the 2014/2015 annu-
al budget, City Council also ad-
opted the new property tax rate 
for the city at a rate of $0.510000 
per $100 of taxable valuation.   
This was an increase over the 
current rate of $0.445401 per 
$100 valuation. The primary rea-

son for the increase is attributed 
to the additional debt service 
requirement placed on property 
taxes from the new 2015 Bond 
Issue. These new bonds added 
approximately $738,000 to the 
City’s annual debt service pay-
ment and the entire amount is 
supported by the City’s property 
tax. The City’s property tax rate 
is comprised of two rates: a Debt 
Service Rate and a Maintenance 
and Operations Rate (M&O).  
The 2014 adopted M&O rate 
($0.356363) remained the 
same as the current M&O rate 
($0.356360). It was the adopted 
2014 Debt Service rate that in-
creased to $0.153637 from the 
current rate of $0.089041 be-
cause of the new debt the City 
needed to issue. Even with the 
property tax increase, residents 
of Live Oak continue to have 
some of the lowest tax obliga-
tions in the area since the City 
offers some of the highest ex-
emptions in the area.
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Cheaper isn’t always better!

Choosing the right Contractor will be 
a decision you’ll either regret or sig-
nificantly appreciate. There is nothing 
in between! But how do you go about 
choosing the right contractors for your 
project? 

You’ve come to the right place for in-
formation, because our department re-
quires all contractors that work in our 
city to obtain a contractor’s license and 
permit before they perform any work 
on your property. We verify the state 
issued licenses and liability insurance 
per city ordinance before they can ob-
tain a Contractor’s license. Before a 
contractor begins work on your prop-
erty, ask to see their Live Oak permit, 
contractor’s license obtain a signed 
copy of your contract. The 2015 City 
license has a green background with 
the city logo and indicates an expira-
tion date of 02/01/2015.  If a contractor 
tells you that a permit is not required 
for your particular job, you may always 
contact our office for verification.

Remember, unlicensed tradespeople 
operate with lower overheads (no li-
cense fees or insurance costs) so they 
may often charge less than a qualified 
tradesperson but could cost you more 
in the long run. If you would like to 
verify current licenses with the state or 
with the City of Live Oak, please con-
tact our office at 210-653-9140, exten-
sion 244 or you may visit our website 
for a list of registered contractors at 
any time.

Watch out for 
Contractor 
Scammers!

Here are some tips to assist you in 
choosing the right Contractor:

Tip #1 - Ask to see their license card 
and Permit. Although the City of 
Live Oak also checks, you can dou-
ble check at http://www.license.state.
tx.us/LicenseSearch/

Tip #2 - Check references. Feedback 
posted for or against the company is 
an excellent place to start, but most 
businesses will also have written ref-
erences if you request them. You may 
also check with the Better Business 
Bureau.

Tip #3 - Check your gut. For most 
people, a good electrician, plumber or 
mechanical contractor becomes your 
choice of contractors for life. Good 
contractors you enjoy dealing with or 
trust is as essential as a good bank.

Tip #4 - Check their range of experi-
ence. Although most contractors are 
experienced in a wide range of work, 
some companies can specialize and 
lose contact with the current technol-
ogy over time. This wouldn’t be rele-
vant in most common jobs like win-
dow, siding, etc., but in some types of 
work it’s worth confirming the busi-
ness’s experience is appropriate for 
your job.

FEMA’s 
Community 
Rating
System

The City has once again re-
newed our participation in 
The Federal Emergency Man-
agement Agency’s Community 
Rating System Program.   The 
City has remained as a Class 7 
city, and this will mark our fifth 
year of participation.   Being a 
resident of a City of our des-
ignation allows citizens who 
are required to obtain flood 
insurance a 15% discount, and 
residents who are not in a flood 
hazard area, but choose to pur-
chase the insurance, to receive 
a 5% discount. 

To qualify for the program, 
Live Oak has to demonstrate 
enhanced record keeping that 
shows that we manage our 
floodplains at levels high-
er than minimum standards.   
When we entered the program, 
we were the only City in South 
Central Texas, south of San 
Marcos, to receive the desig-
nation.   The rules applying to 
flood insurance are changing 
rapidly and if you have any 
questions on the Community 
Rating System or inquiries into 
the floodplains in your area, 
please contact Scott Wayman 
at 653-9140 ext. 261.  

In the past we have reviewed 
preparedness at home and at 
work, but what about when 
we travel?  With the Holiday 
Season just around the corner, 
I thought this might be a good 
topic.  We created a family di-
saster plan but can we take that 
plan on-the-road with us? The 
answer is both Yes and No!  Ba-
sically you can take the concept 
with you by doing a little re-
search and by taking a few sup-
plies along.   While some folks 
visit familiar places on business 
trips or vacations, others travel 
to new places every year.  Some 
visit new cities, states, and even 
foreign countries.

While every state and almost ev-
ery country has an agency with-
in the government that handles 
emergency preparedness, they 
are different.  If you are planning 
a trip outside the U.S. the best 
advice is to consult with your 
travel agent on any potential 
hazards and preparedness infor-
mation.   If you are traveling in 

the USA then it becomes a mat-
ter of doing a little homework.  
Let’s say you live in Any Town 
USA and you are planning a 
trip to San Antonio in July.   You 
want to visit all of the sites so 
what preparedness steps could 
you take?

Chances are you visited sev-
eral local websites but did you 
visit the official city website?  If 
you did, you could check out 
the emergency management or 
preparedness section.   Chanc-
es are you will find a lot of good 
information on it, i.e. the type 
of warning systems used, some 
weather tips including flood 
safety issues, evacuations infor-
mation, etc.  It may also address 
current issues like the danger of 
wildfires or drought informa-
tion.   Also check on the weath-
er outlook for your destination.  
What is the local forecast?  Do 
you need a sweater in July?  

Assuming you’re staying in a 
hotel, observe the area around

it.  Are there any potential hazards 
nearby like railroad tracks, and in-
dustrial park, or fuel storage tanks!  
If severe weather threatens, where 
will you be safe?  Your hotel room, 
the hallway, or maybe the lobby!       

In addition to becoming familiar 
with the City, there are a few things 
you might want to bring along.  
Some useful items would be a small 
flashlight; a battery operated radio, 
a battery powered NOAA weather 
radio, and a small first aid kit.    In 
case family members get separated 
plan a meeting place.  Also make 
sure you know the local emergency 
numbers.  As a reminder there are 
some areas that do NOT have 9-1-
1.  You have to dial a seven (7) digit 
number for an emergency.  Also, 
make sure you know how to make a 
call – including dialing 9-1-1 from 
your hotel phone.   

In closing, don’t leave your pre-
paredness plan and program at 
home.  Take it with you and be pre-
pared just in case.    
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Christmas Tree Safety
As you deck the halls this holiday season, be fire smart.  A small fire that spreads to a Christ-
mas tree can grow large very quickly.  Although Christmas tree fires are not common, when 
they do occur, they are more likely to be serious.

PICKING THE TREE
• Choose a tree with fresh, 

green needles that do not 
fall off when touched.

PLACING THE TREE

• Before placing the tree 
in the stand, cut 2” from 
the base of the trunk.

• Make sure the tree is at 
least three feet away from 
any heat source, like fire-
places, radiators, candles, 
heat vents or lights.

• Make sure the tree is not 
blocking an exit.

• Add water to the tree 
stand.  Be sure to add 
water daily.

LIGHTING THE TREE

• Use lights that have the 
label of a recognized 
testing laboratory. Some 
lights are only for indoor 
or outdoor use.

• Replace any string of 
lights with worn or bro-
ken cords or loose bulb 
connections.  Connect 
no more than three 
strands of mini string 
sets and a maximum of 
50 bulbs for screw-in 
bulbs.  Read manufac-
turer’s instructions for 
number of LED strands 
to connect.

• Never use lit candles to 
decorate the tree.

• Always turn off Christ-
mas tree lights before 
leaving home or going 
to bed.

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Zone 2 Clean Up 
 
We would like to take this opportunity to thank all of the vol-
unteers who showed up to help city crews with Live Oak Zone 2 
Clean Up.  In total, we had approximately 100 volunteers from 
Northeast Methodist Hospital, Esplanade Gardens, Northeast 
Lakeview Campus, Randolph Air Force Base, Live Oak Citizens 
on Patrol, Window Warrior, Angel Maids, and the Judson Early 
College who joined other Live Oak residents in helping with three 
major clean-up projects.

These cookies are some of Santa’s favorites!

Giant Chewy Ginger 
Cookies
• 4 ½ cups flour
• 1 ½ cup shortening
• 4 tsp ground ginger 
• 2 cups sugar
• 2  tsp baking soda
• 2 eggs
• 1 ½ tsp ground cinnamon
• ½ cup molasses
• 1 tsp ground cloves
• ¾ cup coarse or granulated sugar
• ¼ tsp salt   

Preheat oven to 350°. In medium 
mixing bowl stir together flour, ginger, 
baking soda, cinnamon, cloves and 
salt; set aside. In large mixing bowl beat 
shortening for 30 seconds, Gradually 
add the 2 cups sugar. Beat until 
combined. Beat in eggs and molasses. 
Beat in as much of the flour mixture as 
you can with the mixer. Stir in remaining 
flour. Shape dough into 2 inch balls 
using ¼ cup dough. Roll balls in the ¾ 
cup course or granulated sugar. Bake for 
12-14 minutes or until cookies are light 
brown and puffed. (Do not overbake or 
cookies will not be chewy). Makes 25 
4-inch cookies.

Cran-Pistachio Cookies
• 1 pouch Betty Crocker Sugar Cookie Mix
• 2 eggs
• 1 box (4 serving size) pistachio instant 

pudding mix
• 1 cup dry roasted pistachios (chopped)
• ¼ cup flour
• ½ cup dried cranberries (chopped)
• ½ cup melted butter
• green food coloring for dough 

 
Preheat oven to 350°. In large bowl, 
stir cookie mix, pudding mix and flour. 
Add melted butter and eggs. Stir in 
a few drops of green food coloring. 
Add pistachios and cranberries, mix 
well.  Drop by rounded spoonfuls onto 
prepared cookie sheet and slightly flatten 
with fingertips. Bake 8-10 minutes. They 
will not look done, but take them out and 
let them sit in pan for about 2 minutes. 
Makes about 2 dozen.

• ½  cup shortening
• 1 tsp. peppermint extract
• 1 cup sugar
• 1 ½ cups flour
• ¾ cup cocoa powder
• 42 peppermint swirl kisses or kiss of 

choice
• 1 egg    

 
Preheat oven to 350°. In large bowl beat 
butter and shortening for 30 seconds. Add 
sugar, cocoa and baking powder. Beat until 
combined. Beat in egg, milk and peppermint 
exgract until combined. Beat in as much of the 
flour as you can with mixer. Stir in remaining 
flour. Cover; chill for 1 hour. Shape dough in 1 
inch balls. Bake 10-12 minutes. Immediately 
press a candy kiss in the center of each cookie.
